MEETING MINUTES (DRAFT
November 4, 2023

The meeting of the Bylaws Committee of the Maricopa County Republican Committee (MCRC)
was called to Order at 10:00 AM at The Pyle Adult Recreation Center, Payson Room at 655 E.

2. Referral by the EGC to the assembly.
3. Referral by an LD to the assembly.

C. Chair Neglia stated that there were 16 bylaw changes submitted to the committee from

PCs of Maricopa County, plus two (2) referred by the EGC. Chair Neglia distributed

copies of the 18 submissions to all committee members in advance via email.
